The only way to completely prevent cerebral edema
in DKA is to avoid DKA. The study by Agarwal, et al. [7]
highlights the critical importance of early diagnosis of
new onset T1DM before the patient has progressed to
DKA. In countries such as India, with a diverse heathcare
delivery system, primary healthcare providers including
community health care workers should be constantly
vigilant to the possibility of the diagnosis of new-onset
T1DM in a child presenting with suggestive symptoms
such as polyuria (especially new onset nocturia or bed
wetting), polydipsia, and weight loss.
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
